Power Of Prayer - How do | perform it?

The power of prayer is not the result of the person praying. Rather, the power resides in the God who is
being prayed to. 1 John 5:14-15 tells us, "This is the confidence we have in approaching God

that if we ask anything according to HIS WILL , he hears us. And if we know that he hears us - whatever
we ask - we know that we have what we asked of him." No matter the person praying, understanding the
passion behind the prayer, or the purpose of the prayer - is God answering or BRING TO PASS our
prayers that are in agreement with His will.
